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The Tour of the Valley is a 3 day Omnium race with 3 events. A time trial, a
criterium, and a road race. Riders can register for all 3 events at $100 before June
18, 2010 at www.bikereg.com. A one day sale will be in effect on June 12 at $80
for all 3 events (details on BikeReg.com) After June 18, 2010, the registration fee for
the Omnium race will be $120. Package pick up Friday July 9, 2010 between 1 and
4 p.m. All events are open for single day registration but will not qualify for the
Omnium race otherwise referred to as the General Classification. One day riders
will not be eligible for points or time bonuses, and all points or time bonuses will
be awarded to the next eligible Omnium rider.

RULES

m Tour of the Valley will be conducted under the official rules of the
USCF and under the supervision of Chief Referee.

m The race commission will direct the competitive aspects of the race as
regulated by USCE. The Chief Referee is chairman and will supervise
the Chief Judge and supporting officials.

m Riders must orient themselves with the rules of the event and the race.

m Misconduct by a rider may result in penalties as set forth by the

USCEF rulebook.

m All penalties will abide by the UCI penalties and fine schedule. Any
protest will be submitted to the Chief Referee.

m First Aid will be with EMS on location.

m Promotor reserves the right to modify, cancel, shorten, lengthen, any
race as well as combine fields if necessary.

m Promotor states this technical manual is to be used as a guideline
only and reserves the right to modify this manual as necessary prior to
the event date.
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RACES | MEN’S PRO 1,2 & WOMEN 1-4 ONLY

m The Men’s Pro 1,2 and Women’s 1-4 Omnium Race will be scored
on time. all riders of a group reaching the finish together shall be
credited with the same time unless the group is drawn out, in

which case a new time shall be recorded at each break in the group.
The Chief Timer shall determine when such a break has occurred. A
new time is assigned when there is a difference of one second or more
between the back of the rear wheel of the last rider in a group and the
front of the front wheel of the first rider of the following group.

m Each rider’s general classification shall be calculated by summing
that rider’s time in all individual stages, taking into account any time
bonuses and penalties. In case two or more riders are tied in their
final general classifications, their order shall be determined by their
places in the final stage .

m TIME BONUS: Road Race Finish: 1st = 10” 2nd = 6” 3rd = 4”
Criterium Finish: 1st = 10” 2nd = 6” 3rd = 4”

m KOM/QOM: W/ill be scored on each lap in the road race where designated on
each lap. Time bonuses will be awarded in this order 1st=5", 2nd=3", 3rd=1".

m INTERMEDIATE SPRINTS: The number and placement of sprint bonuses
will be announced by the chief official before the start of each race.
Time bonuses will be awarded in this order 1st = 57, 2nd = 3", 3rd = 1”.

Women’s 1-4 criterium - 20 and 40 minutes, Men’s Pro 1,2 criterium -
20, 50 and 75 minutes.

m MEN PRO 1,2 ONLY: The Columbiana Road Race will contain a finishing
circuit in town. A minimum of 15 riders will be allowed to enter the circuit
to satisfy all paying placements. Ofhicials will determine the closing of the
circuit to finishing riders.
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RACES

m All riders must observe the yellow line rule. No rolling enclosure will be
provided unless noted otherwise prior to the event. Riders are responsible to
ride responsibly and observe the rules of the road as necessary.

m Primes will be by race announcer notification. In the event that primes are
going to count for extra points to be used toward the Omnium race, the points
awarded will be 1st = 5 points, 2nd = 3 points, and 3rd = 1 point. Sprint Points
(criterium only) Cat. 4/5-15 min., Masters-15 and 30 min., Cat. 3, 20 and 40
min.

m Feed zones will be specified by support staff on road course.

m Lapped riders will remain in the race but will finish on the same lap as the
riders, however, the Chief Referee can pull lapped riders as he/she deems
necessary for the ease of scoring or to ensure the safety of all riders.

m Number placement to be assigned day of event.

m A free lap may be granted for one mishap, however, no free laps will be
awarded if less than 4 laps remain in the criterium. Free laps do not apply in
the time trial or the road race.

m In each criterium, those who are granted a free lap must return to the race in
the position held at the time of the mishap.

m A lapped rider must not interfere in any prime or sprint.

m Only officially authorized vehicles may follow races on the road unless

further authorized by the race official.

m KOM Points Race: All categories, except Men'’s Pro 1,2 and Women 1-4:
Points awarded in road race only on each lap and apply toward Omnium
Race. Points awarded will be 1st= 5pts, 2nd= 3pts and 3rd= 1 point.
